Adult Volunteer Work-choice Descriptions
Activities This can be done full time or part time.  This person will assist the activities director by helping to set up different activities like water games, sports activities, poorman’s paintball, arts and crafts, etc.  This person will also assist in setting up classrooms, when needed). 

Camp Parents This is a full time position.  Preferably a husband and wife pair, however a camp mom or dad works well too.  You will need to be fun loving, easy to talk to, have patience and most importantly a love for children.  This job entails mingling with the campers and youth volunteers, looking out for those children that need a hug or a little positive attention.  You will also be asked to help in the evenings as we prepare the children for bed – bedtime sometimes brings on feelings of homesickness – this is where a hug might come in handy.     
Communications – This can be done full time or part time.  This person will be in charge of Family Program’s hand held radios.  You will distribute the radios at the beginning of the Youth Workshop and collect them at the end of the workshop.  You will be given a form to help you keep track of who has what radio.

Photographer- We need at least one person full time, but can also use part time photographers.  This person will be dedicated to photographing the Youth Workshop.  You will need to take the Youth Workshop group pictures, which will require planning and coordinating with the Camp Director and the individual group leaders.  You will also need to capture the different age groups participating in the many different activities throughout the week.  This is a demanding job because you will need to capture as many pictures of the 5 different age groups doings as many of the activities as you can.  Some of the pictures that we like to have for each group are swimming, rappelling, fishing, shooting, water games, poorman’s paintball, class time, drill and cadence, flag ceremony, PT, mealtime, clean up, etc.  This is a very important job since these pictures are what we use to put together the Youth Workshop Yearbook.  

Video Photographer – Ditto Photographer

Day Care – This is a full time position.  This person will be in charge of the daycare.  Daycare hours are 0800 to 1800 (8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.)  You will pick the children up at breakfast and drop them off at dinner.  You will need to be organized, fun loving and great with young children.  You will be fairly isolated during the day.  However, you will be provided a myriad of activities and crafts in which the children can participate.  You will also be provided 1-2 youth volunteers to help in the daycare full time.  This is a demanding job, but very rewarding.  Not only are you providing a loving and caring atmosphere for the daycare children, you are making the Youth Workshop possible.  Many of our adult volunteers would not be able to help at the Youth Workshop were it not for the availability of the daycare.

Kitchen – This can be done full time or part time.  This person will help our Kitchen Director prepare meals and snacks during the Youth Workshop.  The hours are long and the kitchen is hot, but no one is appreciated more than those that prepare the delicious food!!

Health/Medical – This is a full time position.  This person will need to have a background as a Medic or in nursing.  You will need to be very organized and very patient at the same time.  You will basically be on call the entire week.  You will need to be available to help during workshop registration (to collect medications) and you will need to be at every meal to administer medications.

Group Leader – This is a full time position.  Preferably this person will have past Youth Workshop experience.  However, this is not a requirement.  This person will be assigned as an adult leader over one of the age groups.  There are 2 adult group leaders per age group and 2-4 youth leaders per age group.  You will be with the age group you are assigned from first thing in the morning until the campers are in bed. You will also need to attend a nightly staff meeting.  You are not required to sleep with the campers (
Over-night in barracks w/ kids – There needs to be at least  2 men to monitor the boys and 2 women to monitor the girls.  It works best if this person performs this job the entire week, however this is not mandatory.  This person will need to monitor the barracks (camper and youth sleeping quarters) to make sure that campers and youth are sleeping.  You will need to monitor inside and outside the barracks to make sure that no youth or campers are misbehaving.  You will need to monitor the entire night.  This will be your only job, so you will be able to sleep during the day.  

Logistics - This can be done full time or part time.  This person will do a lot of different jobs.  You will need to be organized and detail oriented.  You will need to be thorough.   

Swimming – This can be done full time or part time.  You need to be a certified life guard.  You will need to have an understanding of the Boy Scout swimming rules, the Youth Workshop uses the same rules.  You will help with the swimming activities.  You will conduct swim tests and pair up compatible swim buddies for campers and youth volunteers the first full day of the workshop.  You will enforce the buddy system.    

Youth Volunteer Coordinator – This is a full time position.  This is a tough job, but very rewarding.  You are giving the youth a sense of accomplishment as you help them fulfill their responsibilities and you are making the Youth Workshop possible by placing the youth where they will be the most help.  First you will need to be fun loving.  You will need to be organized, yet adaptable.  You will need to be able to keep the youth on track and you will need to be able to enforce the Youth Workshop rules.  Your job will be to make sure that there are youth present at activities that require assistance (requests will be made at the nightly staff meetings), that the youth are doing all the odd and end jobs that are requested and that the youth are helping to clean up as needed.  You will also need to be sure that you have activities for the youth to do when there is down time.  We do not want youth wandering around with nothing to do.

Administration – This can be done full time or part time.  You will be helping in the admin building.  We will utilize your strengths and abilities.  You will be asked to help with the paperwork end of the Youth Workshop – be prepared there is a lot. (
