Youth Leader Daily Duties

1. Assist with in processing (guide kampers to proper building).

2. Be the eyes and ears for the Group Leaders.

3. Ensure kampers have water with them at all times.

4. Conduct head counts of kampers regularly throughout the day. Reporting discrepancies to the group leaders.

5.  Assist the kampers in all activities. Remain in activity area.

6. Prepare bay for barracks inspection.

7. Look for kampers that are deserving of awards.

8. Ensure orderly and timely bedtime and lights out. Depending on age, this can be 9:30pm to 10:00pm.

9. Ensure kampers have taken medications from medics

10. Assist kampers in morning routine beginning at 6:00am. Wake them up and make sure they get dressed for PT

11. Supervise kampers in KP duty.

· Dump trash as needed.

· Wash tables and chairs

· Put chairs on top of the tables.

· Sweep floors

· Mop floor after evening meal.

· Wash external serving tables.

· Have head of kitchen inspect area to see if they are finished.

12. Supervise kampers in bathroom duties. Do not leave until job is completed.

· Scrub showers, sinks & toilets

· Fill toilet paper, paper towels and soap

· Pick up trash and dump 

· Sweep and mop

13. Last day barracks clean-up

· Make sure kampers are packed, and bags are taken outside of the barracks

· Check lockers and trunks to be sure they are empty

· Have kampers put their 2 sheets inside their pillowcase and take them down to supply and check them back in.

· Put the pillows on the trunks.

· Sweep and mop bays

· Shut and lock windows

· Raise all the blinds

· Take down and clean shower curtains. Fold

· Take shower curtains and dividers down to the supply room

· Sweep and mop bathroom floors

· Scrub shower stalls, sinks and toilets

· Take out the trash

· Clean mirrors

· Sweep and mop hallways and stairwells

· Police outside area for trash
