Kamp Rules & Code of Conduct
- please read carefully-
· All medication will be reported to the medical staff upon arrival.

· All kampers must be in the sleeping area by 9:30pm.

· Exterior bay doors will be closed at 9:30pm.

· Lights out at 10:00PM. All kampers must be in bed. 

· Interior bay doors will remain open after lights out. 

· There will be daily kitchen and bathroom clean up responsibilities for each group.

· No inappropriate contact between boys and girls while at kamp, this includes kampers, youth volunteers and adult volunteers.
· Boys are not allowed to go up stairs for any reason. 

· Girls are to stay out of the boy’s bay area and boys bathrooms.
· Use of inappropriate language is strictly prohibited.

· No one is to leave their group without permission, and then, only with an escort.
· Participation in activities is highly encouraged, but will not be forced.

· Everyone is responsible for cleaning up after him or herself daily. If there are any personal items left in the bathroom, they will be collected and put in the lost and found.

· No money allowed in the bay area.

· No stealing.

· Command and Staff Quarters are off limits to kampers except in parent/child situations.

· Kampers must respect each other.

· Every kamper is to respect the personal space of others.

· Kampers need to bring clothing that is modest.  (Shorts need to have 3 in. inseam and shirts must cover the stomach and back.)

· No borrowing of each other’s property without permission.

· No Gang related materials allowed.

· No fighting, horse play or rough housing
· No jumping from bunk to bunk.

· No yelling or name-calling.
· Kampers will not have access to a phone unless there is an emergency.
· No cell phones allowed.
